Course Aims
· To identify the severity, complexity and healing potential of a variety of wound aetiologies.

· To appraise a range of suitable wound management strategies and critically evaluate the supporting evidence base.

Module Content

Course content typically includes: wound healing and assessment, selection of dressings, differentiation of aetiologies and management of non-healing wounds.  

The module runs once a week on a Tuesday and is classroom based incorporating lecture, seminar and workshop activity. Student participation and peer learning are central to the learning process.
